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Remove the factory fitted bolts in the side of
the load bin holding the anker hook.

Loosly assemble the Front Mount Brackets
(item 1) using the M8x35 Hex Bolt and M8 x
19 x 2 flat washer (Item 9 & 10) in the bottom
two holes in the bracket. DO NOT TIGHTEN.

Using a marking pen, mark the top hole.
Remove the bracket from the load bin and

drill the hole marked with a 4mm as a pilot
hole open the hole to a 9mm. Do this on the
left and right side. ’

Do not refit the bracket at this stage.

Remove the factory fitted bolts in the side of
the load bin holding the anker hook.

Loosly assemble the Rear Mount Brackets
(item 2) using the M8x35 Hex Bolt and M8 x
19 x 2 flat washer (Item 9 & 10) in the bottom
two holes in the bracket.DO NOT TIGHTEN.

Using a marking pen, mark the top hole.
Remove the bracket from the load bin and

drill the hole marked with a 4mm as a pilot
hole open the hole to a 9mm. Do this on the
left and right side.

Do not refit the bracket at this stage.

Assemble the Pro Bed Leg (Item 1) on page
3 and the Front Mounting Bracket (Item 1)
to using M8 x 20 Button head bolts and M8
nyloc nuts (Item 6 & 8) as shown and M8

x 16 Button head bolts and M8 nyloc nuts
(Item 7 & 8).

Do this on the Left and Right Side.
DO NOT TIGHTEN.

Attach the rear leg
assembly to the Extrusions using the M6x25
thread forming screws (Iltem 19) and a
cordless driver.The front assembly will be
pulled back into its final position while fully
tightening these screws.

Use a little anti seize or oil on screw

threads before inserting. Note these are
Thread Forming Screws.

& Tightening Torque 6-10Nm / 18.4 ft Ibs

Using clamps and a spirit level clamp the
spirit level to the inside of the Front Center
Brace and Tighten the M6x20 Button head
screws and M6 Nyloc Nuts fitted in 2.3.

Place M6 Nut caps on the M6 Nyloc Nuts.

Tightening Torque:

M8 : 15-20Nm / 11.06 ftIb - 14.75 ft Ib

Assemble the Rear Wing Brackets (Item 3)
using the M6x12 Button head screws and M6
Nyloc Nuts (Iltem 14 & 8).

Platce the M6 Nut caps (Item 9) over the nyloc
nuts.
